	At 8:55pm –
Clear the frequency:
	QST, QST, QST.  The Arizona Emergency Net – Maricopa will begin in 5 minutes.  Any stations wishing to use the autopatch, please do so now before we get started.

This is Net Control, <call sign>.



	At 9:00pm – Preamble:
	It’s 9 o’clock on Monday, the <day> of <month>.

The Arizona Emergency Net – Maricopa is now in session.  This is <call sign>, Net Control.  My name is <name>.

Before I proceed, is there any EMERGENCY or PRIORITY traffic for the net?  

[Pause and handle any calls.]


Every Monday night, the Arizona Emergency Net – Maricopa meets for training and exercise in the public service communication arts.  Someone has to be ready.  This net is dedicated to addressing that challenge.

The Arizona Emergency Net – Maricopa also activates during threats or emergencies affecting Maricopa County.  So, when trouble strikes in Maricopa County, tune here.

This net is an activity, not a separate organization.  We don't recruit people from their chosen organization. So, go join the public service organization of your choice, and come here to learn, hone your skills, and exercise your equipment.  All are welcome here.

The only requirements are a radio, a license to use it on the net, and an interest in using both for the benefit of others.  

We expect to make mistakes and learn from them.  Old grumps and sorry attitudes don’t belong here.  This frequency is hereby a can-do, how-to zone.  

This is <call sign>, Net Control.



	Net frequency:
	The Arizona Emergency Net – Maricopa is held on the Mount Ord figures 1-4-6-decimal-9er-2 (minus offset) and the Shaw Butte figures 1-4-7-decimal-2-4 (plus offset) linked repeaters.  Both repeaters require a figures 1-6-2-decimal-2 Hz tone.

Thanks to the good guys of the Arizona Repeater Association for authorizing us to use these repeaters.  

Any stations that can’t reach the repeater should try transmitting simplex on the output frequency of the repeater. Wait for the repeater to stop transmitting before you transmit.  Any stations that hear someone that Net Control cannot hear should notify me with the word “RELAY”. 

In the event that the repeater fails, we will use simplex on the Shaw Butte frequency, figures 1-4-7-decimal-2-4 simplex.  

This is <call sign>, Net Control.



	Assign Alternate Net Control:
	I need a volunteer for Alternate Net Control.  Alternate Net Control copies check-ins with me and keeps notes, informs me when I double with someone, and is available for special assignments.  Alternate Net Control will assume net leadership if I cannot continue.

A station volunteered last week to help me tonight.

<call sign>, are you on frequency and ready to serve as Alternate Net Control?

 [He confirms.]

Assume tactical call sign ALTERNATE NET CONTROL [Alpha, Bravo, etc., optionally].  Also, confirm that you received my e-mail and can open the attachments.

[He acknowledges and confirms.]

[4 minutes to here]


	Check-in and Focus Topic:
	(See topic script.)




	Announce:
	Are there any announcements for the net?  If so, call now with your call sign, only.

[Allow announcement.]

Any questions or comments on this announcement, call now with your call sign, only.

[Repeat until all announcements are completed.]

This is <call sign>, Net Control.



	Next week’s topic:
	We meet again on these repeaters next MONDAY evening at 9:00 o’clock.  The topic will be <NEXT WEEK’S TOPIC NAME>.



	Thank Alternate Net Control(s):
	My thanks to <call sign> and <call sign>, my Alternate Net Control stations, tonight.  I appreciate your help and support.



	Recruit Alternate Net Control(s) for next week:
	All stations, who would like experience in the Alternate Net Control chair?  I’m asking for a volunteer tonight to help next week.  If you would like to try your hand at Alternate Net Control next Monday night, call now.

[Record and acknowledge any volunteers.  Capture their e-mail address(es) for log sheets and special instructions.]

Expect an e-mail from the Net Control next week.  In any case, have a pen and notepad handy or else a computer spreadsheet open next week.
